Old Testament

Isaiah 42:1-9

Here is my servant, whom | uphold,

my chosen, in whom my soul delights;
| have put my spirit upon him;

he will bring forth justice to the nations.
He will not cry or lift up his voice,

or make it heard in the street;

a bruised reed he will not break,
and a dimly burning wick he will not quench;
he will faithfully bring forth justice.

The New Testament

Acts 10:34-43

Peter began to speak to them: “| truly understand that God shows no
partiality, but in every nation anyone who fears him and does what is
right is acceptable to him. You know the message he sent to the
people of Israel, preaching peace by Jesus Christ--he is Lord of all.
That message spread throughout Judea, beginning in Galilee after
the baptism that John announced: how God anointed Jesus of
Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with power; how he went about
doing good and healing all who were oppressed by the devil,

for God was with him. We are witnesses to all that he did both in
Judea and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on a
tree; but God raised him on the third day and allowed him to appear,
not to all the people but to us who were chosen by God as witnesses,
and who ate and drank with him after he rose from the dead. He
commanded us to preach to the people and to testify that he is the
one ordained by God as judge of the living and the dead. All the
prophets testify about him that everyone who believes in him receives
forgiveness of sins through his name.”

The Gospel Matthew 3:13-17

Jesus came from Galilee to John at the Jordan, to be baptized by
him. John would have prevented him, saying, “| need to be baptized
by you, and do you come to me?” But Jesus answered him, “Let it be
so now; for it is proper for us in this way to fulfill all righteousness.”
Then he consented. And when Jesus had been baptized, just as he
came up from the water, suddenly the heavens were opened to him
and he saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting on
him. And a voice from heaven said, “This is my Son, the Beloved, with
whom | am well pleased.”



“Holy Baptism is especially appropriate at the Easter Vigil, on the Day of Pentecost, on All
Saints' Day or the Sunday after All Saints'

Day, and on the Feast of the Baptism of our Lord (the First Sunday after the Epiphany). It
is recommended that, as far as possible,

Baptisms be reserved for these occasions or when a bishop is present....If on the four days
listed above there are no candidates for Baptism, the Renewal of Baptismal vows, page 292,
may take the place of the Nicene Creed at the Eucharist.” The Book
of Common Prayer, pg. 312

Priest Through the Paschal mystery, dear friends, we are buried with
Christ by Baptism into his death, and raised with him to newness of life. |
call upon you, therefore, on this Feast of the Baptism of the Lord, to
renew the solemn promises and vows of Holy Baptism, by which we once
renounced

Satan and all his works, and promised to serve God faithfully

in his holy Catholic Church.

Priest Do you reaffirm your renunciation of evil and renew your
commitment to Jesus Christ?

People | do.

Priest Do you believe in God the Father?

People | believe in God, the Father almighty, creator of heaven
and earth.

Priest Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God?

People | believe in Jesus Christ, his only Son, our Lord. He was

conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and born of the Virgin
Mary. He suffered under Pontius Pilate, was crucified, died, and
was buried.

He descended to the dead.

On the third day he rose again.

He ascended into heaven,and is seated at the right hand of the
Father.

He will come again to judge the living and the dead.
